1. Area Cientifica: Biologia

2. Fonte de Financiamento: Fundacdo para a Ciéncia e a Tecnologia, |.P./MCTES, através de fundos
provenientes de verbas do Orcamento de Estado.

3. Requisitos de admissao: Estudantes inscritos em licenciatura em Biologia, ou mestrado na area de Ciéncias
Bioldgicas, ou dreas afins, com o intuito de obter formacdo cientifica inicial integrada em projetos de
investigacao.

4. Elegibilidade: S3o elegiveis os candidatos que cumpram o disposto na alinea a) do n.2 1 do artigo 2.2 do
Estatuto do Bolseiro de Investiga¢do, na reda¢do dada pelo Decreto-Lei n.2

A(s) Bll ndo pode(m) ser atribuida(s) a quem ja
tenha beneficiado de bolsas de investigacdo direta ou indiretamente financiadas pela FCT, atribuidas nos
termos do Estatuto do Bolseiro de Investigacao e do n.2 5 do artigo 5.2 do referido Regulamento.

5. Plano de trabalhos: Desenvolver tarefas relacionadas com o estudo de ecologia meiobenténica em

Research Initiation Scholarship

Open call for the award of a Research Initiation Scholarship (BIl) within the special support "Verdo com
Ciéncia" activity awarded by Fundacdo para a Ciéncia e a Tecnologia (FCT) to the Centre for Environmental
and marine Studies (CESAM) under the following conditions:

1. Scientific Area: Biology

2. Funding Source: Fundacdo para a Ciéncia e a Tecnologia (FCT), I.P./MCTES, through funds from the State
Budget.

3. Admission Requirements:
3.1) Graduates in Biology or Aquatic Environment Sciences and enrolled in the Master's degree in Applied
Marine Biology, aiming to obtain initial scientific training in research projects.

3.2) Preference will be given to students with knowledge in life support systems and experience in
macroalgae cultivation and/or maintenance of photosynthetic sea slugs.

The proof of enrolment must be made until the date of the hiring act, and the candidate may attach a
statement of honour that he/she meets the requirements for enrolment in a higher vocational technical
course, bachelor's degree, integrated master's or master's degree or in a course that does not confer an
academic degree.

If the qualification has been conferred by a foreign higher education institution it must be recognized by a
Portuguese higher education institution, under the terms of the provisions of article 25 of Decree-Law no.
66/2018, of August 16, which approves the legal regime of recognition of academic degrees and diplomas of
Higher Education, attributed by foreign higher education institutions, and of paragraph e) of no. 2 of article
4 of Decree-Law no. 60/2018, of August 3, and any formalities established therein must be fulfilled by the
date of the hiring act.

4. Eligibility: Candidates who comply with the provisions of paragraph a) of no. 1 of article 2 of the Research
Fellow Statute, as amended by Decree-Law no. 123/2019, of 28 August, and also paragraphs 1 and 2 of article
5 of the FCT Regulation for Research Studentships and Fellowships are eligible. The Bll cannot be awarded
to those who have already benefited from research grants directly or indirectly funded by FCT, awarded
under the terms of the Research Fellowship Holder Statute and paragraph 5 of article 5 of the
aforementioned Regulation.

5. Workplan: To develop research activities within the ERC project KleptoSlug - Kleptoplasty: The sea slug
that got away with stolen chloroplasts. The project aims to compare various animal-algae associations in their
response to chloroplast incorporation and their maintenance capacity, and also to understand the
contribution of photosynthesis-derived compounds to host metabolism. The student will learn techniques
for cultivating the algae Acetabularia acetabulum and Bryopsis plumosa and the sea slugs Elysia timida and
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Elysia crispata. The student will be involved in the activities: i) reproduction of the life cycle of these algae
and sea slugs; ii) acclimation experiments of A. acetabulum to different light conditions; iii) experiments of
changing the morphotype of E. timida, according to the food source; and iv) reproduction of E. crispata fed
with alternative sources of algae.

6. Applicable legislation and regulations: Research Fellowship Holder Statute, as amended by Decree-Law
no. 123/2019, of 28 of August; Regulation no. 950/2019, of 29 of November, published in Didrio da Republica
no. 241, Series 2, of 16 of December (FCT Regulation for Research Studentships and Fellowships); Decree-
Law no. 66/2018, of 16 of August (Legal regime for recognition of academic degrees and diplomas of higher
education awarded by foreign higher education institutions).

7. Workplace: The work will be developed at CESAM and the Department of Biology and ECOMARE of the
University of Aveiro, under the scientific supervision of Doctor Sénia Marisa Gongalves da Cruz.

8. Fellowship duration: The scholarship will have a duration of 1 month with a mandatory starting date of
September 1, 2022.

9. Monthly allowance: The monthly maintenance allowance is €486.12, according to the table of values set
out in Annex | of Regulation no. 950/2019, subject to any updates that may be applicable, under the terms
of no. 2 of article 18 of Regulation no. 950/2019, of 29 November, published in Didrio da Republica, no. 241,
Series 2, of 16 December (FCT Regulation for Research Studentships and Fellowships).

10. Selection method: curricular evaluation with emphasis on knowledge of the use of life support systems
and experience in macro-algae cultivation and/or maintenance of photosynthetic sea slugs.

11. Jury composition: President: Amadeu Mortdgua Velho da Maia Soares, full professor and scientific
coordinator of CESAM of the University of Aveiro. Vogal members: S6nia Marisa Gongalves da Cruz, principal
researcher, and Paulo Jorge Sousa Dias Cartaxana, assistant researcher, both from the University of Aveiro.
Substitute members: Ricardo Jorge Guerra Calado, principal researcher with aggregation, and Ana Isabel
Francisco Sousa, auxiliary researcher, both from the University of Aveiro.

12. Application deadline and form of presentation: The present call is open from 7 to 14 July 2022, only
applications within the established deadline will be admitted.

Applications should be formalized by sending an application letter accompanied by the following documents
Curriculum Vitae, certificate of qualifications, declaration of honour and other supporting documents
deemed relevant. Candidates should also indicate the e-mail address to which should be notified for all
purposes within this procedure.

13. Form of publication and notification of results: The final results of the evaluation will be published

through a list ordered by the final score obtained, distributed to the candidates, within a maximum of 5
working days after the final date of submission of the application. The successful candidate will be notified
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by email, with a deadline of 10 working days set for the purposes of a prior hearing of interested parties, as
provided for by the Administrative Procedure Code. At the end of the deadline set for the hearing of
interested parties and in the absence of any response from them, the list of candidates will become definitive.
Candidates may lodge a complaint against the final decision within 15 working days, or appeal to the
maximum executive body of the funding entity within 30 working days after notification of the final decision,
under the terms of article 12 of the FCT Regulation for Research Studentships and Fellowships.

14. Validity: The final ranking list of the candidates will be valid until September 1, 2022, for the purpose of
constituting a selection reserve list.
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
